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Keterampilan menulis cerpen siswa kelas 4 SDN 4 Mangkujayan masih
rendah, yang ditunjukkan dengan kesulitan siswa dalam mengungkapkan ide,
merangkai alur cerita, serta rendahnya motivasi belajar. Situasi ini dipengaruhi oleh
minimnya inovasi dalam metode pembelajaran yang diterapkan. Penelitian ini
bertujuan untuk menganalisis pengaruh model Project Based Learning (PjBL)
ternadap keterampilan menulis cerpen siswa, dengan harapan mampu
meningkatkan kreativitas, motivasi, dan hasil belajar siswa melalui pembelajaran
berbasis proyek.

Penelitian menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif dengan jenis penelitian
eksperimen. Sampel penelitian adalah siswa kelas 4 SDN 4 Mangkujayan, terdiri
dari dua kelas, masing-masing sebagai kelompok eksperimen dan kelompok
kontrol. Data dikumpulkan melalui tes menulis cerpen (pretest dan posttest),
kuesioner motivasi, observasi, dan dokumentasi. Teknik analisis data meliputi uji-t
untuk mengukur pengaruh PjBL terhadap peningkatan kemampuan menulis cerpen
siswa.

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa penerapan PjBL secara signifikan
meningkatkan keterampilan menulis cerpen siswa. Rata-rata skor posttest
kelompok eksperimen mencapai 80, lebih tinggi dibandingkan kelompok kontrol
yang hanya mencapai 65. Peningkatan ini didukung oleh motivasi dan keterlibatan
aktif siswa dalam proses pembelajaran, yang tercermin dari hasil kuesioner dan
observasi. PjBL menciptakan suasana belajar yang interaktif, kolaboratif, dan
relevan dengan pengalaman siswa, sehingga memudahkan mereka dalam
menuangkan ide menjadi cerpen yang bermakna.

Penelitian ini  merekomendasikan penerapan model PjBL dalam
pembelajaran menulis di sekolah dasar untuk meningkatkan keterampilan literasi
siswa. Pelatihan guru dalam mengimplementasikan PjBL juga diperlukan agar
pembelajaran berbasis proyek dapat berjalan lebih efektif dan konsisten.

The writing skills of fourth-grade students at SDN 4 Mangkujayan are still
low, as indicated by their difficulties in expressing ideas, constructing storylines,
and their low learning motivation. This situation is influenced by the lack of
innovation in the teaching methods applied. This study aims to analyze the effect of
the Project-Based Learning (PjBL) model on students' short story writing skills,
with the hope of improving students' creativity, motivation, and learning outcomes
through project-based learning.

The research employs a quantitative approach with an experimental
research design. The sample consists of fourth-grade students at SDN 4
Mangkujayan, divided into two classes: an experimental group and a control group.
Data were collected through short story writing tests (pretest and posttest),
motivation questionnaires, observations, and documentation. Data analysis
techniques include t-tests to measure the effect of PjBL on improving students' short
story writing skills.

The results of the study show that the implementation of PjBL significantly
enhances students' short story writing skills. The average posttest score of the
experimental group reached 80, higher than the control group, which only scored
65. This improvement is supported by students' motivation and active involvement
in the learning process, as reflected in the results of the questionnaires and
observations. PjBL creates an interactive, collaborative, and student-centered
learning environment that aligns with students' experiences, making it easier for
them to express their ideas into meaningful short stories.

This study recommends the application of the PjBL model in teaching
writing in elementary schools to improve students' literacy skills. Teacher training
in implementing PjBL is also necessary to ensure that project-based learning can
be carried out more effectively and consistently.
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
